Billy Williams, BSC earned an Oscar® for Gandhi and other nominations for On Golden Pond and Women in Love. He has received the CamerImage Career Achievement Award and the American Society of Cinematographers International Achievement Award.

Cinematographer who established himself in  the 1960s with his work on two Ken Russell films, "Billion Dollar Brain" (1967) and "Women in Love" (1969). Outstanding credits include his understated photography on John Schlesinger's "Sunday Bloody Sunday" (1971), his sweeping panoramic views in "The Wind and the Lion" (1974), his autumnal work on Mark Rydell's "On Golden Pond" (1981) and the Oscar-winning "Gandhi" (1982).
