Susan pretends that she and David (Cary Grant) are gangsters. The underworld nickname she gives police for David is "Jerry the Nipper", a nickname that Jerry (Grant) had in The Awful Truth (1937). David protests to the police, "Officer, she's making it up from motion pictures she's seen!"

*
This movie fared so badly at the box office that Howard Hawks was fired from his next production at RKO and Katharine Hepburn was forced to buy out her contract.

*
Co-screenwriter Dudley Nichols based the madcap romance on Katharine Hepburn's affair with director John Ford at the time.

*
Howard Hawks modeled Grant's character, David, on silent film comedian Harold Lloyd.

*
Asta (real name: Skippy), the terrier who played George, also played Asta in 'Thin Man, The' (1934) and Mr. Smith in 'Awful Truth, The' (1937) .

*
Though Hepburn never received royalties as an actress in the film, because she was a part investor, the film did provide a financial return for her (and still does for her estate).

*
David makes reference to the notorious characters "Mickey the Mouse" and "Donald the Duck". RKO was Walt Disney's distributor at the time.

*
Katharine Hepburn had never done any comedy before and had to be trained in gags and timing by Howard Hawks and several veteran vaudevillians he employed solely to train Hepburn. Cary Grant came to the film with his sense of comic timing already impeccably in place.

*
Was voted the 24th Greatest Film of all time by Entertainment Weekly.

*
Howard Hawks said that he failed at making a good comedy here because of the characters were too "madcap", with no straight men/women to ground it. This comment may have resulted from his disappointment at the film's commercial failure at the time of its release, although many now consider it Hawks' best film.

*
There is no musical score for the film, with the exception of the opening and end titles.

*
The theatrical trailer is made up mostly of unused alternate takes of the scenes in the film. For instance, in the take used in the trailer, Grant doesn't jerk downward when Hepburn rips his coat like he does in the take used in the movie.

*
The first film to use the word "gay" in its modern context (synonym for "homosexual").

Revealing mistakes: Glass wall in the bathroom to fence Baby in.

*
Revealing mistakes: At the dinner table, Mrs. Random calls Susan (played by Katharine Hepburn) "Katharine".

*
Miscellaneous: Hepburn generally didn't handle the leopard. One scene where this becomes obvious is when Susan has the wild leopard on a leash and is trying to pull him into the jail house. The angle of her end of the leash and the leash attached to the leopard are noticeably different, for they were shot at two different times with a matte.

*
Factual errors: Susan says her brother trapped Baby while he was hunting in Brazil. There are no leopards in Brazil. There are, however, jaguars.

*
Crew or equipment visible: When Susan is in her apartment and tells David she thinks he's "found a real friend" in Baby, a wire briefly falls into the view of the mirror in the background.

*
Revealing mistakes: Whenever the elevator of Susan's apartment building is shown, there is no separation between the floor and the elevator itself.

*
Continuity: David and Susan are drying off by a small fire in the woods Susan's belt suddenly appears between shots.
